1. Haman being elevated above all the other princes in the land typifies Antichrist’s
rise to power.

3. Was Nebuchadnezzar a redeemed man? Why or why not?
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4. The description of Haman as an “Agagite” had significance. Explain what this
shows us from a spiritual (type picture) standpoint. (Use both the historical
story of Agag as well as the symbolism of the Amalekite, i.e. flesh vs. spirit.)
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
